 But a few minutes later, Aniska wanted to go back 

inside! ‘I felt like we left in a rush.’ Just as quickly they 

walked back in, apologized for the abrupt end and 

asked if they could pray for her. Eager to care for this 

woman, Aniska offered her hand to hold as she prayed 

for her new friend. 

 Aniska shared afterward how her pastor talks 

about people longing to know God, but it never really 

felt true until that moment, in a real encounter. What a 

great first encounter!
